Obligations of Road Closure Order

Vehicular access for emergencies being available at all times.

Road closure and diversion signs must be erected at the cost of your
organisation and removed by the end of the temporary closure.

Your organisation being responsible for stewarding the event.

Your organisation being responsible for clearing the highway after
conclusion of the event and for any damage which may be
occasioned to the highway, including street furniture, during the
entire period of preparation, the event and cleaning up operation.

No claims will be entertained by the County Council (as highway
authority) the District Council, the Town or Parish Council or any
statutory undertaker in respect of any accident damage loss or
injury sustained as a result of the event. You are advised to take
out adequate public liability insurance cover for the duration
of the event.

Your organisation being responsible for notification to all those
affected by the order, especially the emergency services and any
bus companies and those properties fronting the road(s), in writing
at least 14 days prior to the event.

Street notices advertising the closure must be placed in all roads to
be closed by your organisation.
